ItÕs a great time to be a sports car enthusiast. For there are
many car companies making some really great sports cars,
and a few Supercars (and the possible Hypercar designation
starting tobeusedaswell). Examples includetheMcLarenP1,
theAudiR8,theBugattiVeyron,thePorscheÕs918 andothers
frommostlyEuropeanmanufacturers. FromDetroit,thereare
theChevrolet CorvetteandtheDodgeViper. But Asianbuilders
only had the Nissan GT-R
NismoÉ.until now. Acura, a
division of the Honda Motor
Company, was able to get the
keys to the executive
washroom by designing and
building a replacement for
their flagshipNSX,andwegot
a chance to see it firsthand at
theHondaHeritageCenter on
June 11.

TheHondaHeritageCenter is
a wonderful facility on the
campus of Honda Motor
Company in Marysville, Ohio.
Amid the vast assembly line
complex is also a Research
andDevelopment Center,theTransportationResearchCenter
and its 7.5 mile track,theEast Libertyassemblyfacilityand the
beautiful Heritage Center that houses the history of Honda
manufacturing in America. The first cars rolled off the
assembly line there in late 1982 and Honda and Acura cars
and motorcycles are currently manufactured there, with the
NSXgetting its own 186,000 square foot assemblyfacilityon
the campus dubbed the Performance Manufacturing Center.
The Heritage Center chronicles HondaÕs history from its
beginnings by Soichiro Honda in 1948, building only
motorcycles, or more accurately motorized bicycles, until
buildingits first car in1963. It wasnÕt until1973 whentheCivic
wasintroducedintheUnitedStates,asmallcar right beforethe
Oil Embargo and its timing couldnÕt have been better. The
center has examples of the first cars and motorcycles and
someiconicmodelssuchastheHonda50,theElsinoreandthe
fist S600 and Accord models.

But itÕs not insignificant that the most prominent space in the
middle of the center is devoted to the evolution of their engine
technology, from one cylinder motorcycle and power
equipment engines that set the benchmark for efficiency and
low emissions to high performance turbocharged 2.2 liter V-6
engines that power Indycar's. Our hosts gave a history of
HondaÕs involvement in motorsports that they are justifiably
very proud of. Honda first entered Formula 1 in 1964
competing with Ferrari and Ford and motorsports has been a
part of their DNA since then. In fact, we learned that it was

actuallyin their DNAmuchearlier,becauseit wasSoichiroHondaÕs
belief that winning races was the best wayto build a car company,
and he shared that philosophy with Enzo and Ferdinand. His
leadership tocommit the resources tostayactive in racinghas led
to multiple championships, including 3 of the last 5 Indy500 wins-
prior to that Honda was the exclusive engine supplier of all cars at
that race for a number of years.

But enough about Soichiro, the
real reason a bunch of
Porschephiles wouldshowupat a
Japanese car company is to
check out the competition. The
new NSX is an extraordinary car,
itssizeandshapetakescuesfrom
the English - Lotus and McLaren.
Its hybrid powertrain is world
class with an exclusive
turbocharged V-6 making 500
horsepower (143 hp/ liter) as
well as 3 electric motors that
bringthetotalhorsepower to573
and itÕs all seamlessly mated to a
double clutch 9 speed
transmission. Material science is

maxed out with extruded and forged aluminum, carbon fiber and
high tensile steel components in the body. There are ceramic
brakes, a port behind the rear seats to channel the engine sound
tothecabinanda4 positionmodeswitchsmackinthemiddleof the
console, with 3 of the 4 positions named ÒsportÓand ÒtrackÓin
increasinglyhigher levelsofmechanicalcapability. Wealsolearned
that there is the need to remove 7 individual drain plugs to change
the oil.

One lucky guy got to go for a ride in this hot rod, and it was me,
selected by lottery, envied byall. I felt like a celebrityas I sat in the
front seat as theadjacent pictureshows. Thirtyeight of myclosest
friends cheered us on as the manager of corporate vehicles took
me for a joy
ride around
the farmland
of Union
C o u n t y .
Accelerat ing
on to
Interstate 33
East brought
up triple digits
in a heartbeat,
the instant
torque of the
integration of
electric and
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turbochargingreallyhas tobefelt tobeunderstood. Thecar isquiet,
comfortable and very solid on the interstate. But passing another
car reminds you of the capabilities of this Supercar, as we roared
past one of our Porsche group heading home early we got smiles
andthumbsup,in fact anytimethereiseyecontact withother drives
it seemstoresult insmilesandthumbsup
with this car. The bright Nouvella Blue
Pearl color didnÕt hurt but I suspect the
visceral exhaust blast is the real stimulus
for all those spastic facial muscles. We
traveled perhaps 7 miles to exit and take
route 292 back to the East Libertyplant,
now weÕre talking fun. Not a lot of curves
in east bejesus but no traffic either, and
this car is nimble, fast and the brakes felt
like we would win if a stray raccoon
crossed our path unexpectedly. I got the
feelingmyhost strayedfromthestandard
text abit,hewasafter all tryingtoimpress
a Porsche owner.

Modern supercars seem to be more alike than different, the
distance between superlatives is getting slimmer with automotive
evolution, and I have the impression that there is very little
proprietary technology(software aside) anymore either. All of the
cars in this class have turbocharging to achievesub 3 second 0-60
times,theyhaveceramic brakes that instill tremendousconfidence,

theyhave double clutch transmissions that are far better than
mere mortals, and they have technology that makes them
connected and safe. But for me, they also have more weight
than Iwouldhaveexpected. This car weighs 3803 pounds,the
918 weighs 3692 pounds, the P1 weighs 3411 pounds and

the Veyron weighs 4162 pounds. I
found that the average car now has
220 pounds of wire alone, and one
source said that after engine and
body, it was the largest source of
weight in a modern car. Think what
this car would weigh without
aluminum and carbon fiber or how
fast it would be if it could shed say,
1000 pounds. Not gonna happen in
our lifetimes, but this car shows it
doesnÕt seem to matter. Because
despite the weight, it is fast, its
handling is incredible and it gets
great gas mileage. What else can

we ask for a supercar from any manufacturer on any
continent? Well, Iguess wecould askfor about 156 thousand
sawbucks, because thatÕs how much this one will cost.
