However, this doesnÕt
stop me from perusing the
various online car sites looking
for that lowmileageunmolested
classic Porsche that would
make a nice addition to the
stable.

SC for sale in Texas. The car
looks well taken care of but still
shows a nice patina and would
make a very nice driver.

We had a nice total of 23 cars for our final event at CMS. We
experimented one last time with the track layout and found a
newonewhichchallengedall thedrivers.From theconecount,
which kept drivers and workers active all day, it was clear this
was a bit more difficult course than
usual.It mayhavebeenthespeedwayÕs
wayof saying it was still in charge.

The course ran twice down the middle
infield which made for some pretty
quick speeds, but the gates were
narrow and the cones kept flying.
Almost all of the banking was included
as well so cars contended with the
transitions on and off the banking 3
times per run.

The car mix was fantastic. We had a 72 Dodge Dart and 2015
Dodge Viper. We had an early 928 and late model 997 Turbo all
kinds of other cool Porsches in between.

This event concludes our AX season for 2016. It looks like we will
be joining the Ford Club in 2017 for events down at Circleville
RacewayPark.

Cabriolet, IÕll need to do a little
work to get ready.
Fortunately,a couple of years
ago I installed a mid rise lift,
allowing me to raise my car
40 inchesoff thegroundeven
with my low ceiling height
garage. Ialso have a creeper
that the back inclines. This
allows me to have easy
(comfortable) access from
underneath the car. Since I
have an M97 engine I have
already installed a direct oil
feed to help mitigate the IMS
risk. I also performed a
thorough inspection. A full
aero panel off inspection led
to a list of "to do" items and
you know that I have checked
it twice.The list was extensive
with maintenance, repair and upgrades. Planned maintenance
included: engine oil & filter, brake fluid flush & fill, power steering
partial change, transmission fluid, cabin air filter, water pump,
160¡Fthermostat, sparkplugs and accessorydrive belt.Repairs
werelimitedtoboth ignitioncoilheat shields.Upgradelist included
brake caliper stud conversion kit and performance friction 08
series brake pads.

S a t u r d a y
morning the
week before
INDY at 10am in
the morning, I
started myquest
for a fun safecar.
The first item I
tackled was the
water pump.
First, let me say
Porsche, from
the M96 to the
M97 engine,
changed the

bolts from 10mm totorxbolts.IdonÕt ownswivel torxsockets.This
quickly translates a simple task into a 4 hour task to remove and
install thenewwater pumpandlowtemperaturethermostat along
with new coolant. And yes it did take ~ 3 hours to remove and
reinstalloneof thewater pumptorxbolts.Ihadpurchasedanairlift

system to pull a vacuum on and fill the coolant system. This is
a great tool that allowed
me to test the coolant
system for leaks before
refilling. Comparedtothat,
the rest of the
maintenanceturnedout to
be a piece of cake.

Next on the list, I drained
the transmission and
refilled. A pre-purchase of
a five dollar lube pump
made this an easy task.
Spark plugs were pulled
and new ones installed. I
am getting good at
changing the plugs on my
Porsche. After the spark
plug installation, I installed
two new coil pack heat
shields to replace the
damaged ones. Changing

the engine oil and filter while the car was on the lift made it a
breeze. I
addedanew
5 gallon jug
for used oil
and yes, it
getswaytoo
much use
as thepartsstoreworkers just point metothebackroom now
when I come in.

Lowering the car allowed me to easily install a new drive belt
andair filter.Next Imovedonto thebrakes.Oneof theplanned
upgrades was the installation of a caliper stud kit and some
performance friction 08 series pads.Thestudkit will allowme
to frequentlypull the calipers without the risk of stripping the
treads intheuprights. Thefinal taskincludedflushingandfilling
the brake lines. Total time spent including breaks ~14 hours.

Finally the car went off to get a maximum negative chamber
alignment.Thedaybefore INDY,myfinal prep started with the
installationofNittoNT01 tiresandstripingthecar ofsmalland
loose items. The car was now readyand INDY was waiting.
